        JUNE 10, 2009

THE HANOVER VILLAGE COUNCIL MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER AT 6:30 PM BY MAYOR DUANE H. FLOWERS. HE GAVE THE INVOCATION AND JACK CONARD LED US IN THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

MINUTES OF THE MAY, 2009 MEETING WERE REVIEWED AND DISCUSSED BY COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR. BEING NO CORRECTIONS THE MAYOR SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

LETTERS AND CORRESPONDENCE:

1. RECEIVED A LETTER FROM THE OHIO DIVISION OF LIQUOR CONTROL ABOUT DRIVE THRU AT 2289 W. HIGH STREET N.E., THE CLERK WAS INSTRUCTED TO FILL OUT AND MAIL BACK IN TO THEM. THEY DID WANT A HEARING.
2. RECEIVED A LETTER FROM THE LICKING COUNTY BOARD OF ELECTIONS ABOUT ELECTED OFFICIALS IN THE VILLAGE. THE CLERK CALLED THEM BACK ON 6/8/2009.

3. RECEIVED FORMS BACK FROM THE LICKING COUNTY AUDITOR  ABOUT RESOLUTIONS FOR LEVIES TO PUT ON NOVEMBER ELECTION. THE CLERK FAXED THESE TO THE ATTORNEY TO FINALIZE RESOLUTIONS.

4. RECEIVED 1ST BILL FROM AUDIT WHICH IS 3999.40. THE CLERK HAS NOT RECEIVED THE FINAL BILL, BUT WAS TOLD THE FINAL BILL WOULD BE 5400.00.
5. THE MAYOR RECEIVED A LETTER FROM HANOVER CHURCH ABOUT A BLOCK PARTY WHICH WILL BE HELD ON AUGUST 22ND FROM 5PM TO 8PM.

6. LICKING COUNTY COMMISSIONERS IS HAVING A WING-DING ON FRIDAY JUNE 26TH AT 2PM AT THE ADMINISTRATION BUILDING.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: THE CLERK READ BEGINNING AND ENDING TOTALS FOR THE FOLLOWING ACCOUNTS. GENERAL, STREET, FIRE, CAPITOL PROJECT AND CASH JOURNAL SUMMARY. THE ENDING TOTALS AGREE WITH THE BANK STATEMENT. SHE ALSO REPORTED HOW MUCH MONEY WAS TAKEN IN FOR THE MONTH OF MAY FOR THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT WHICH IS 21,666.30. THE CLERK ALSO REPORTED THAT WE HAD RECEIVED A CHECK FROM THE LICKING COUNTY AUDITORS OFFICE ON PEOPLE WHO WERE NOT PAYING THEIR SEWER BILL AND THE TOTAL ON THE CHECK FOR THAT WAS $3,524.05.
THE CLERK ALSO GAVE OUT PAPERS ON THE GENERAL ACCOUNT. SHE LISTED THE BALANCE FOR MAY AND WHAT SHE THINKS WILL BE COMING IN FOR THE REST OF THE YEAR AND WHAT PAYMENTS WILL COME OUT OF THE GENERAL ACCOUNT AND ACCORDING TO HER CALCULATIONS, THE GENERAL FUND AT THE END OF THEYEAR WILL BE IN THE RED 11,727.33. SHE HAD TALKED WITH THE AUDITORS ABOUT DITCHING AND THEY SAID IF DITCHING PERTAINS TO THE ROADS, THEN THIS COULD COME OUT OF THE STREET FUND. SINCE THIS DOES PERTAIN TO THE ROADS, MOST OF THE DITCHING WILL COME OUT OF THE STREET FUND, WHICH HELPS THE GENERAL FUND TO STAY OUT OF THE RED.

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: JACK CONARD SAID WE HAD COVERED THE FINANCE IN THE ABOVE.

JACK CONARD MADE A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY SUE SPAULDING.

BRIAN DIXON MADE A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

THE MAYOR ASKED IF THERE WAS ANY DISCUSSION, BEING NONE HE CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZENS’S REPORT: CHESTER FLOWERS TALKED ABOUT THE GOLF CART TICKETS HE IS SELLING FOR  JUNE 27TH, WHEN THE VILLAGE HAS THE CELEBRATION AND FIRE WORKS.

 NAOMI GRIFFITH WAS AT THE COUNCIL MEETING AND IS CONCERNED ABOUT THE ROAD BY THE EVENT CENTER. SHE HAS FILLED IN THE HOLES ALONG THE ROAD. AFTER A DISCUSSION THEY ARE GONG TO MEET WITH NAOMI GRIFFITH AND HER HUSBAND ON MONDAY.  SHE HAD THIS FIXED SO THEY COULD MOW ALONG THE ROAD.
THE MAYOR SAID HIM AND BRIAN DIXON HAD DUG THAT DITCH TO HELP HAMBY’S OUT WITH THEIR WATER PROBLEMS. 

MRS GRIFFITH ALSO TALKED ABOUT CULVERTS. THEY WILL ALSO LOOK AT THIS PROBLEM TO.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY REPORTED THAT UNDER NEW BUSINESS  COUNCIL WILL VOTE ON ONE ORDINANCE FOR THE ZONING MAP AND TWO RESOLUTIONS CONCERNING THE STREET LEVY WHICH IS A RENEWAL AND THE FIRE LEVY RESOLUTION WHICH IS A REPLACEMENT.

THE MAYOR ASKED MR. BINDLEY ABOUT THE LETTER HE HAD RECEIVED  FROM MARSHA PETERS WHO BROUGHT THE LETTER FROM A RESIDENT IN THE MOBILE HOME PARK, ALONG WITH PICTURES. THIS WAS GIVEN TO THE ZONING INSPECTOR TOM FREDERICK.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS:  JIM HAMBY WAS AT THE MEETING AND HE IS RUNNING FOR OFFICE FOR THE NOVEMBER ELECTION OF 2009.

BILL FRY TALKED ABOUT THE PEOPLE WHO ARE NOT HOOKED AND THAT HIM AND BILL ENGLER HAD CONTACTED THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT TO CONTACT THEM. THEY DID THIS ON JUNE 1ST.
BILL FRY ALSO TALKED ABOUT INSPECTIONS ON GREASE TRAPS. BILL ENGLER HAD CONTACTED THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT AND THEY SAID THEY INSPECT TO THE WALL AND THAT IS IT.

DON FLOWERS SAID THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT HAS NEVER INSPECTED THE GREASE TRAP AT THE PIZZA SHOP.

BILL FRY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE PEOPLE WHO ARE IN ARREARS, AND THE 2ND LIST HAS BEEN SUBMITTED NOW. WE HAVE RECEIVED THE FIRST CHECK OF OVER 3500.00.

CARL HAINS ASKED ABOUT FORECLOSURES AND HOW DO THEY HANDLE THESE. CARL HAINS SAID HE HAD HOOKED UP THE SEWER FOR THE PROPERTY AT MAGERS HOME AND HAS NOT BEEN PAID FOR THIS. BILL FRY SUGGESTED THEY GO TO THE AUDITORS OFFICE AND FIND OUT ABOUT A LIEN ON THE PROPERTY.
JEFF CARR ASKED ABOUT THE FATS OIL AND GREASE ORDINANCE AND DID THEY HAVE A CHANCE TO LOOK AT IT. 

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE FLOW AND THE FACT THAT WE ARE NOT AT FULL CAPACITY.

CONSULTING ENGINEER’S REPORT:  JEFF CARR SAID WE NEED TO HAVE AN ORDINANCE FOR FATS, OIL AND GREASE. THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS WILL WORK ON THIS. THE VILLAGE WILL NEED TO HAVE AN INSPECTOR FOR THIS.

THE MAYOR REPORTED THAT ALL COMMERCIAL BUSINESSES WERE SENT LETTERS ABOUT THE GREASE PROBLEM AND THAT THE VILLAGE WOULD BE WORKING ON THIS TO CORRECT THE PROBLEMS.

THE MAYOR ASKED BRIAN DIXON TO CHECK WITH THE COUNTY TO SEE HOW THEY HANDLE THIS AND IF THEY HAVE AN ORDINANCE IN PLACE FOR THIS THAT THE VILLAGE COULD GO BY.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THEY ARE TRYING TO GET THE SIGNS STRAIGHTENED UP. THE MAYOR SAID IT WOULD BE NICE IF THE SIGNS WERE STRAIGHTENED UP BY JUNE 27TH WHEN THE CELEBRATION TAKES PLACE.

DARLA COZZENS REPORTED THE SPEED BUMPS AT THE BALL PARK ARE WORKING FINE.

THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT ALL THE STREETS IN THE VILLAGE WERE ASPHALTED LAST YEAR EXCEPT HAINSVIEW AT THE HIGH SCHOOL. THEY ARE STARTING TO FALL APART. HE GOT A QUOTE  FOR  AN INCH AND HALF IS 27,000.00. HE ASKED THE COUNCIL IF THEY WANT TO CONSIDER THIS OR WAIT A YEAR AND SEE HOW BAD THE ROAD IS. THE MAYOR ALSO SAID WE WILL NOT GET ANY GRANT HELP FOR 5 YEARS.

THE MAYOR ASKED JACK CONARD WHAT HE THOUGHT ABOUT THIS. HE WILL CHECK THE FIGURES AND GET BACK WITH HIM. THE MAYOR REMINDED THIS ROAD IS USED A LOT SINCE IT IS BY THE SCHOOL.

IT WAS MENTIONED THAT THE LIGHT AT THE HIGH SCHOOL CHANGES TO QUICKLY TO LET TRAFFIC THROUGH. THE MAYOR ASKED DON FLOWERS TO CALL THE COUNTY ON THIS.
THEY MAY CHECK OUT HOW MUCH IT WOULD COST TO FIX THE BAD SPOT FOR NOW. KEN CAMPBELL WILL WORK WITH CARL HAINS ON THIS.

PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT: BRIAN DIXON REPORTED THAT AT THE PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING THEY APPROVED THE GO AHEAD FOR THE ERIC HAINS APARTMENT PROJECT.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: TOM FREDERICK HAD NO REPORT.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: BRIAN DIXON REMINDED THE PEOPLE THAT THEY WILL BE MEETING WITH MRS. GRIFFITH AT 5 PM MONDAY.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  SUE SPAULDING REPORTED THAT THE BOY SCOUTS SPREAD THE MULCH AT THE PARK.

THE MAYOR ASKED WHO WAS IN CHARGE OF THE MOWING ACROSS FROM THE HIGH SCHOOL. IT HAS NOW BEEN TAKEN CARE OF. THE SCHOOL PEOPERTY GOES TO BOLEN ROAD.

SUE  ALSO SAID THEY CALLED FROM THE COUNTY ABOUT SPRAYING FOR MOSQUITOES.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE FIRE DOOR THAT WAS DAMAGED BY RUST.
