MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS CALLED THE HANOVER VILLAGE COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER AT 6:30 PM ON JULY 8, 2009. HE GAVE THE INVOCATION AND  KEN CAMPBELL LED US IN THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

MINUTES OF THE JUNE, 2009 WERE REVIEWED AND DISCUSSED. BEING NO CORRECTION THE MAYOR SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

CLERK’S TREASURER’S REPORT: THE CLERK READ BEGINNING AND ENDING TOTALS FOR THE FOLLOWING ACCOUNTS. GENERAL, STREET, FIRE, CAPITOL PROJECT AND CASH JOURNAL SUMMARY. THE ENDING TOTALS AGREE WITH THE BANK STATEMENT.

A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE WAS ISSUED BY BRIAN DIXON, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING AND SECONDED BY JACK CONARD.

THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: A RESIDENT ASKED ABOUT A CULVERT ON DARLA DRIVE AND THE MAYOR SAID THEY WOULD BE TALKING ABOUT THAT UNDER THE ENGINEER’S REPORT.
LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY SAID HE HAD NOTHING TO REPORT AT THE MEETING.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS:  JIM HAMBY, BILL FRY AND BILL ENGLER WERE AT THE MEETING AND TALKED ABOUT THE INSPECTION OF THE GREASE TRAPS.

JEFF CARR ALSO ATTENDING THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS MEETING AND SAID HE WOULD SEND THEM AN E-MAIL ON THE WORDING THEY CAN USE FOR THE RESOLUTION.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR REPORTED ON THE FOLLOWING:

ITEMS OF INTEREST:

DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 1

ESTIMATED TIME LINE

NEED TO SETTLE EASEMENT. VILLAGE CURRENTLY HAS PRESCRIPTIVE EASEMENT SINCE THIS IS OUT FALL FOR THE VILLAGE AND HAS BEEN THEREFORE.

CURRENT ESTIMATES ARE COMING IN HIGHER THAN PRE-DESIGN COSTS. THEY ARE GOING TO WORK THE PLAN WITH A BASE BID WITH ALTERNATES TO GET COSTS FOR SECTIONS.

THEY HAVE TRIED TO PRIORTIZE THIS PROJECT.

DEBBIE MILLER’S PROPERTY PROJECT WILL BE DONE.
WWTP OPERATION

THEY ARE STILL DOING SLUDGE HAULING AT THE WWTP.

JEFF CARR REPORTED THEY ARE LOOKING AT A GEO DUMPSTER WHICH WOULD HELP WITH SLOWING DOWN HAVING SLUDGE REMOVAL. THIS WOULD GIVE YOU A DRY FILL AND THIS COULD BE TAKEN TO THE LANDFILL. THE COST OF THIS WOULD BE AROUND 10 TO 12 THOUSAND FOR THIS NEW EQUIPMENT. THE MAYOR ASKED IF HE COULD TELL THE COUNCIL HOW MUCH WOULD WE SAVE ON THE SLUDGE REMOVAL? THE MAYOR ALSO ASKED ABOUT IF THIS WOULD HELP WITH THE GREASE AND HAIR PROBLEM.
THE PRICE OF THIS EQUIPMENT CAN BE TAKEN OUT OF THE LOAN WE HAVE BUT THE HAULING CANNOT BE TAKEN OUT OF THAT.

IT WAS DECIDED THAT IN THE AUGUST OR SEPTEMBER BILLING WE WILL SEND OUT A LETTER ON THE GREASE AND HAIR PROBLEM. IT WAS SUGGESTED THAT THE CLERK PUT THIS ON THE BILL, BUT THEY ONLY HAVE 36 CHARACTERS SHE CAN USE TO PUT ON THE BILL. THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT A PUBLIC HEARING ON THIS.
THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT LARRY CROUSE ON ECHO DRIVE, THIS HOUSE HAS BEEN SOLD AND THIS HAS NOT BEEN HOOKED TO THE WWTP SYSTEM.

THE CLERK ALSO ASKED JEFF CARR ABOUT THE MONEY THAT WE NEVER GOT FROM THE SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL. HE SAID HE WOULD CHECK ON THAT.

THE CLERK ALSO ASKED ABOUT MR. GREEN’S PROPERTY. HE CAME IN THE VILLAGE HALL AND REPORTED HIS FENCE HAD BEEN CUT IN TWO PLACES AND NEVER FIXED. HE ALSO ASKED ABOUT HIS YARD, SAYING HIS PAPERS SAID THIS PROPERTY SHOULD BE LEVELED OUT AFTER A YEAR. JEFF CARR SAID HE WOULD ALSO CHECK ON THIS. THE CLERK REPORTED THE MAIL BOX HAS NOW BEEN FIXED BY KEN FLOWERS.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT:  JACK GARBER REPORTED THAT THE  SIDE WALKS ARE BEING CLEANED. KEN CAMPBELL AND DARLA COZZENS HAD NOTHING TO REPORT.

PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: BRIAN DIXON WAS NOT AT THE PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING BUT THE MAYOR REPORTED THINGS WENT PRETTY SMOOTH AND THEY ARE WAITING ON THE NEW ZONING MAPS.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: TOM FREDERICK, REPORTED THAT HE HAD SIGNED OFF ON ERIC HAIN’S PLAN FOR THE APARTMENTS HE WILL BE BUILDING.

HE ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE COMPLAINT THEY RECEIVED LAST MONTH ABOUT THE WHITE PROPERTY AND THEY CAME TO THE COUNCIL MEETING AND HE WILL MEET WITH THEM.

THEY TALKED ABOUT HOW FENCES CAN BE PUT UP. THE  MAYOR SAID YOU NEED TO LOOK AT THE COVANENTS ON THE DEED. TOM FREDERICK SAID YOU NEED TO KNOW WHERE YOUR PROPERTY LINE RUNS.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT REPORT: BRIAN DIXON REPORTED

THEY ARE WORKING ON THE BIDDING FOR THE DRAINAGE IN THE VILLAGE.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULNG REPORTED THE LEAK IN THE BOYS RESTROOM HAS BEEN FIXED.
