THEY TALKED ABOUT THE PHONE LINES AT THE WWTP AND WHY DO WE NEED THEM. BILL FRY SAID HE WOULD CHECK ON THIS.
A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE WAS ISSUED BY DARLA COZZENS, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY  SUE SPAULDING AND SECONDED BY DARLA COZZENS. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: RUSSELL DIXON HAS CONCERNS WITH THE DOG KENNEL ON VALLEY BLVD. THEY TALKED ABOUT HOW MANY DOGS THERE ARE. THEY WILL TALK ABOUT THIS UNDER ZONING. 
LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  MR. BINDLEY, THE LAW DIRECTOR TOLD COUNCIL THEY WOULD BE VOTING ON RESOLUTION UNDER NEW BUSINESS.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: JIM HAMBY, BILL FRY AND BILL ENGLER WERE PRESENT AT THE COUNCIL MEETING.

BILL FRY REPORTED THAT JOE HICKMAN WAS AT THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS MEETING AND REPORTED THEY DID HAVE 2 VIOLATIONS IN JULY.

ONE WAS A DISCHARGE AND ONE WAS REGARDING THE ULTRA VIOLET SYSTEM.

JOE HICKMAN PRESENTED THE BOARD WITH A PROPOSAL FROM SIEMEN TO UPGRADE AND REPAIR THE UV SYSTEM FOR $3,783.04.

MR. HICKMAN HAS BEEN RUNNING THE WWTP PER THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE KRUGER COMPANY, WHO WAS THE MANUFACTURER OF THE PLANT.

HE REPORTED NONE OF THE 3 EMERGENCY GENERATORS WOULD RUN AND WERE IN NEED OF MAINTENANCE AS WELL AS REPLACED SOME WIRING THAT WAS DAMAGED BY MICE. THIS WAS COMPLETED IN JULY 
PRIOR TO THE POWER FAILURE THAT CAUSED THE GENERATOR AT THE WWTP TO RUN FOR OVER 20 HOURS. A TIMER IS NEEDED AT THE PLANT FOR AN ESTIMATE OF AROUND $400.00.

MR. HICKMAN ALSO SAID THAT THE VILLAGE SHOULD FILL THE DIESEL FUEL TANK AT THE WWTP TO BE READY FOR ANY MORE POWER OUTAGES. HE WILL CHECK THE PRICES ON FUEL FROM TWO DIFFERENT VENDORS AND WORK WITH THE VILLAGE CLERK TO SET UP AN ACCOUNT TO KEEP THE TANK TOPPED OFF WHEN NEEDED. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID WE HAD WORKED WITH CARPENTER OIL BEFORE ON THIS.
THE BPA WROTE A LETTER TO THE CITY OF NEWARK REGARDING THE RATE BEING CHARGED FOR THE DISPOSAL OF THE SLUDGE. THE CITY CUT THE PRICE FOR THE VILLAGE FROM $.10/GAL. TO $.05/GAL THAT WILL SAVE THE VILLAGE MANY DOLLARS. JOE HICKMAN IS TRYING NOT TO PROCESS ANYMORE THAN NECESSARY OF LIQUID, BUT SOME LIQUID NEEDS TO BE IN THE SOLIDS WHEN THIS IS DISPOSED OF.
MR. HICKMAN SAID IF ANYONE WANTS TO SEE WHAT IS HAPPENING AT THE WWTP, THE LOG BOOK IS NOW THERE AND UP TO DATE.

BILL FRY ASKED COUNCIL WHO WAS IN CHARGE OF AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF PARTS AND LABOR TO KEEP THE WWTP IN OPERATION. MR. BINDLEY STATED THAT THE MAYOR AND IN HIS ABSENCE THE PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL WOULD MAKE THE DECISIONS. THEY ALSO DISCUSSED THAT THERE SHOULD BE A PERCENTAGE OF THE OPERATING MONEY SET ASIDE FOR MAINTENANCE ITEMS. BILL FRY SAID HE WOULD LOOK AT THE BUDGET THAT WAS SET UP ORIGINALLY TO SEE WHAT IS THE PERCENTAGE. CERTAIN ULTRA BULBS WERE BURNED OUT AND THIS NEEDS FIXED.  THE MAYOR SUGGESTED BILL FRY CHECK WITH ADR ENGINEERING ABOUT HOW MUCH WE HAVE SET ASIDE FOR REPAIRS AND MAINTENANCE. A CERTAIN PERCENT OF EVERY DOLLAR SHOULD BE  AVAILABLE FOR THIS.
BPA IS STILL WORKING ON THE FAT, OIL AND GREASE RESOLUTION. THIS WILL BE DEALT WITH AT A LATER TIME. JOE HICKMAN SAID THIS IS NOT A BIG PROBLEM AT THIS TIME. JOE HICKMAN SAID HE FOUND SOME ON SOUTH MAIN STREET.
ITEMS STILL NEEDING ATTENTION:

1. INVESTIGATE BUDGETED AMOUNTS FOR SYSTEM MAINTENANCE.

2. CHECK ON THE REPLACEMENT OF AN AIR RELIEF VALVE NEAR THE PARK ON S. MAIN STREET.

3. NEED FOR EMERGENCY PHONE NUMBERS TO BE POSTED AT THE WWTP.

4. REVIEW THE OVERDUE BILLINGS AND PREPARE FOR THE COUNTY AUDITOR.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR WAS NOT PRESENT AT THE MEETING BUT LEFT WITH THE MAYOR A REPORT ON ENGINEERING IN THE VILLAGE.
