THE MINUTES WERE REVIEWED AND BEING NO CORRECTIONS, THE MAYOR SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

LETTERS AND CORRESPONDENCE: NONE

CITIZENS REPORT: NON AGENDA ITEMS: NO ITEMS

ZONING REPORT: TOM FREDERICK HAD NOTHING TO REPORT.

PROPERTY MAINTENANCE COMMITTEE: MAYOR FLOWERS SAID HE WANTED EVERYONE TO KNOW THAT A GROUP OF STATE FARM EMPLOYEES CAME TO THE VILLAGE AND WALKED TO MAIN ROAD AND PICKED UP 30 YARDS OF TRASH. THEY ALSO WEED EATED 2 MILES OF 668. NOW THE VILLAGE SHOULD BE ABLE TO RECEIVE A GRANT FOR 2,000.00 DEALING WITH CLEAN-UP.

MARSHA PETERS GAVE THE MAYOR A LETTER FROM A RESIDENT IN THE MOBILE HOME PARK WHICH CONCERNS MR.WHITE. THE MAYOR SAID HE WOULD GIVE THE LETTER TO THE LAW DIRECTOR WHICH WILL GIVE IT TO MARK GARDNER THE PROSECUTING ATTORNEY.
A QUESTION WAS ASKED ABOUT THE MOWING IN THE VILLAGE. THE MAYOR SAID PROPERTY SHOULD BE MOWED 3 TIMES PER YEAR. THE MAYOR SAID THEY SHOULD WRITE DOWN THE ONES THAT ARE NOT.

THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT THE 50 YEAR FLOOD MEMORIAL WHICH WILL BE DEDICATED ON THE 27TH OF JUNE, 2009.

THE MAYOR ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE APPROVAL OF THE ZONING MAPS. THIS WILL BE DONE DURING THE REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING.

DUANE, TALKED ABOUT THE YOUTH SPORTS PARK, WHICH WILL BE DONE ON THE PROPERTY OF MEARS WHICH GAVE 30 ACRES TO THE LICKING VALLEY YOUTH SPORTS ASSOCIATION. THEY ARE WORKING WITH THE CINCINNATI REDS TO MAKE A SPORTS COMPLEX WHICH WILL BE FOR LITTLE LEAGUE. MORE PARKING WOULD HELP THE SCHOOL.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE APPROVAL OF THE ERIC HAINS SITE PLAN.

JEFF CARR REPORTED TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION THE FOLLOWING:

1, TITLE SHEET 1 OF 7

ITEM NUMBERS NEED CLARIFICATION AS TO ODOT OR CITY OF COLUMBUS SPECIFICATIONS.

FINAL DEVELOPMENT PLANS NEED TO BE SIGNED AND SEALED BY A REGISTERED PROFESSIONAL ENGINEER.
SIGNATURE BLOCK SHOULD INCLUDE BOTH “VILLAGE OF HANOVER PLANNING COMMISSION” AND “VILLAGE COUNCIL, MAYOR.

2. GENERAL NOTES AND DETAILS 2 OF 7:

INCLUDE THE VILLAGE OF HANOVER GENERAL NOTES, THESE CAN BE PROVIDED IN WORD FORMAT IF NEEDED.

LIST OF UTILITY OWNERS AND CONTACT INFORMATION.

3. LAYOUT PLAN 3 OF 7:

NORTHING AND EASTING ON ALL PROPERTY CORNERS TO FACILITATE LAYOUT AND PROXIMITY FOR SETBACKS.

RETURN RADIUS DIMENSIONS.

ADA COMPLAINCE FOR SITE SHOULD BE ADDRESSED. BELOW ARE A FEW ITEMS NOTES;

NO HANDICAP RAMPS AND/OR HANDICAP SPACES ARE SHOWN.

SOME SIDEWALKS ARE ONLY SHOWN 3 FEET, THIS MAY BE LESS THAN THE REQUIRED PASSING WIDTH OF 5 FEET.

SOME SIDEWALKS ARE ONLY SHOWN AT 4 FEET; THIS MAY BE LESS THAN THE REQUIRED HANDICAP WIDTH OF 5 FEET.

SIDEWALK WIDTH AT DOORWAYS SHALL BE A MIN. OF 24” WIDER THAN DOOR. THIS DOES NOT APPEAR ON PLAN. PLEASE REVIEW.

ENSURE PLAN MEETS THE VILLAGE OF HANOVER ZONING CODE REQUIREMENTS.

SHOW AND LABEL ALL SETBACKS.

4. GRADING AND DRAINAGE PLAN 4 OF 7.

NEED DRAINAGE CALCULATIONS FOR SITE. THEY SHOULD NOT ONLY INDICATE PRE AND POST RUNOFF AND RETENTION/DETENTION CQALCULATIONS BUT SHOULD ADDRESS HOW THE DRYWELLS WILL HANDLE THE STORM WATER UNDER PAVEMENT WILL NOT ONLY INTRODUCE PROBLEMS INTO YOUR SUB-GRADE IN THE FUTURE BUT WITH HIGH WATER IN THE AREA MAY NOT WORK AS INTENDED. WERE ANY SUBSURFACE PERCOLATION TEST CONDUCTED TO SHOW THE ALLOWABLE SOIL INFILTRATION AND IF SO, WHAT WERE THE RESULTS?

808.00 CONTOURS AROUND THE DRYWALLS ARE LABELED INCORRECTLY.

ENTRANCE AREA

GRADING AT ENTRANCE DOES NOT WORK WITH DRIVEWAY, NEED MORE EXPLANATION.

PIPE UNDER ENTRANCE ROAD MAY BE SIZED TO SMALL  FOR FLOW, AS DOWNSTREAM PIPE IS 24”. PLEASE PROVIDE CALCULATIONS FOR PIPE SIZING.

END TREATMENTS SHOULD BE USED ON PIPE TO PREVENT EROSION.
PIPE IS NOT A SUFFICIENT LENGTH FOR GRADING AND HEADWALLS.

HOW DOES GRADING PLAN ACCOMMODATE OFFSITE DRAINAGE, IT APPEARS A SUMP IS BEING CREATED IN SOUTHWEST CORNER.

ENSURE GRADING PLAN ACCOMODATES HANDICAP COMPLIANCE IN STALLS, RAMPS, SIDEWALKS, SLOPES AND CROSS-SLOPES. ENSURE LANDINGS ARE BEING USED WHERE NECESSARY.

NO FLOOD ROUTING IS SHOWN ON PLAN, SHOW ROUTE.

SUBMIT FOR OEPA, NOTICE OF INTENT APPLICATION FORM AND CC THE VILLAGE A COPY.

5. UTILITY 5 OF 7;

THE VILLAGE OF HANOVER DOES NOT WANT THE THREE 6” LINES INSTALLED IN THE LOCATION SHOWN ON THE PLANS. WE WOULD RATHER SEE 6” WITH INSPECTION CHAMBERS OUT FROM UNDER THE PAVEMENT AND AWAY FROM THE STORM DRAINAGE. IF CALCULATIONS SHOW A DOUBLE OR SINGLE 6” MAIN CAN HANDLE THE FLOW FROM THE 24 UNITS AND NOT GO OVER 50% CAPACITY THEN HANOVER MAY GRANT A VARIANCE FOR THE INSTALLATION.

ALSO THE MULTIPLE RUNS INCREASE YOUR INFILTRATION AND INFLOW OF GROUND WATER. THE SANITARY LINE AS DRAWN IS ALSO SHOWN NEXT TO THE DRYWELLS, WHICH WOULD INCREASE THE LIKLIHOOD OF I&I.

AS SHOWN ALL THREE RUNS ARE UNDER PAVEMENT, WHICH WOULD CAUSE COSTLY REPAIRS IN THE FUTURE. THEY ALSO CROSS ONE ANOTHER IN MULTIPLE LOCATIONS.

SUBMIT ODNR/HD WELL APPROVAL LETTER PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION/INSTALLATION OF WELLS.

SUBMIT OEPA COMMUNITY WATER SYSTEM APPROVAL LETTER PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION/INSTALLATION OF WATER SYSTEM (SYSTEM IS OVER 25 PEOPLE).

6. EROSION CONTROL 6 OF 7

OUTLET PROTECTION DOWNSTREAM OF ENTRANCE PIPE.

ONCE THE CONSTRUCTION IS READY TO COMMENCE, THE CONTACTOR WILL COORDINATE WITH THE VILLAGE ENGINEER 48 HRS PRIOR FOR INSPECTIONS OF ALL UTILITIES AND PAVEMENT.

THIS WAS SIGNED BY TODD WILLIS.

THEY ALSO DISCUSSED THE COST OF THE TAPS. THEY COST IS 5,000.00 PER UNIT OR APARTMENT. THEY TALKED ABOUT HOW MANY BEDROOMS WILL BE IN THE APARTMENTS.
THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT 5 FOOT SIDEWALKS.

THEY NEED A CONDITIONAL APPROVAL ON THIS.

A QUESTION WAS ASKED IF ERIC HAINS COULD DESIGNATE CERTAIN APARTMENTS TO BE FOR HANDICAPS.

ERIC SAID HE WILL GO OVER THIS LIST.

A MOTION FOR A CONDITIONAL APPROVAL ON THE APARTMENTS WAS ISSUED BY JEFF HANGER, SECONDED BY KEITH MARINIK. THE MAYOR ASKED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.
