MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS CALLED THE SPECIAL MEETING TO ORDER AT 6 PM ON SEPTEMBER 28, 2009.

THE COUNCIL MEMBERS WHO WERE PRESENT AT THE MEETING ARE THE FOLLOWING:

THE PURPOSE OF THIS SPECIAL MEETING WAS TO DISCUSS THE VILLAGE GETTING A GRANT FOR THE STREETS WHICH IS THE DISTRICT 17 GRANT FOR 2010 WHICH WOULD COST US $500.00 NOW FOR ALL THE PAPER WORK THAT ADR ENGINEERING WOULD BE DOING. THEY HAVE TAKEN PICTURES AND HAVE DONE THE TRAFFIC STUDY.
THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT HAINSVIEW DRIVE NEEDING TO BE 3 LANES INSTEAD OF TWO LANES.

MAYOR FLOWERS SAID THE PROJECT WOULD COST 320,000.00. THEY WOULD GIVE US A 50 PERCENT GRANT, AND THEY WOULD GIVE US 45 PERCENT WHICH IS 143,955.00 FOR 8 YEARS AT ZERO PERCENT WHICH IS 17,000.00 PER YEAR AND THE VILLAGE WOULD NEED TO PUT UP 16,000.00 UP FRONT. IF WE GO FOR THIS AND GET IT APPROVED AND WE DECIDE WE DO NOT HAVE THE MONEY TO DO THIS, THEN WE LOOSE 500.00. WE WOULD PROBABLY FIND OUT IN JANUARY ON THIS.

THE MAYOR EXPLAINED THERE ARE CERTAIN CRITERIAS THAT NEED TO BE DONE ON THIS SINCE THIS IS A FEDERAL AND AN ODOT GRANT.

THE MAYOR ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE THREE MILL LEVY THAT WILL BE VOTED ON IN NOVEMBER, 2009.

THE QUESTION WAS ASKED FOR THAT PRICE WHAT ARE THEY DOING TO THE ROAD AND THE MAYOR SAID WE DO NOT KNOW YET UNTIL THE ENGINEER GETS THE PAPERWORK DONE.

THE QUESTION WAS ASKED DOES THE VILLAGE HAVE THE $500.00 TO DO THIS, AS THIS WILL COME OUT OF STREETS. WE NEED TO CONSIDER THAT WE ARE COMING INTO BAD WEATHER.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE PAYMENTS WE HAVE COMING OUT, ONE TO THE COUNTY FOR 34,000.00 AND THEN NEXT JUNE WE WILL NEED TO PAY OUR OTHER PAYMENT TO PARK NATIONAL WHICH IS AROUND 26,000.00.

THEY TALKED ABOUT HOW MANY TRUCKS AND BUSES GO OVER THAT ROAD EVERY DAY.

THE QUESTION WAS ASKED IF THERE IS ANY OTHER STIMULUS SINCE THIS IS BY THE SCHOOL. THE MAYOR SAID HE KNEW OF NONE.

HE SAID THE VILLAGE COULD ASK FOR LESS ON THE LOAN BUT THEN WE WILL LOOSE THE POINTS ON THIS, IF THIS IS DONE,
THE COMMENT WAS MADE IF WE HAD TRAFFIC CAMERAS UP WE WOULD BE MONEY WISE IN A LOT BETTER SHAPE.

THE CLERK ASKED ABOUT MRS. HAMBY’S PROPERTY AS SHE SAID SHE IS VERY UPSET THAT THEY ARE NOT GOING TO FIX HER PROBLEM WITH THE WATER. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID HE HAD TALKED TO HER AND SYMPATHIZES WITH HER BUT THE COUNTY MADE THIS DECISION. THE MAYOR SAID THIS WAS THE WHOLE REASON FOR THIS PROJECT TO START WITH.

KAREN GRESS IS WORRIED ABOUT HER DRIVEWAY BEING TORE UP.

THE CLERK, ASKED WHY THE DITCHES WERE FILLED IN ALONG WHERE MRS HAMBY LIVES? THIS WAS DONE BY ANOTHER RESIDENT.

MAYOR FLOWERS, READ THE RESOLUTION THAT COUNCIL WILL VOTE ON.
